1) Open the photo.

2) From the Image menu choose Adjustments>Shadow/
Highlight.

3) When it opens (or when you check Preview), be pre-
pared for a major shock. You can usually leave the
default settings alone but you can fiddle with them
if you want to. The difference that happens immedi-
ately will blow you away. %
